· Innovative business idea (not research project)

Application Process

In the first round the Hungarian KAIROS representatives overview your application form (see below). If your application form is accepted a personal interview is the last part of domestic application process. In the second round the Hungarian KAIROS represenatatives proffer your project to an american advisory board of KAIROS Society. The advisory board comprised of experience professionals will handpick this year’s top 100 ventures. In order to supply your application the form below must be completely filled out.
Deadline of application is October 10, 2011. The application forms must be e-mailed to all of the Hungarian KAIROS represantatives (see the contatcs on the title page). The personal interviews will be managed before October 1st, 2011. Details coming soon.
